Precarious Peace:

In a little valley in a mountainous region above the banana plantations
and the city of Apartadó, a village of poor farmers and their families
continue their desperate efforts to stay out of Colombia’s tragic war.

Founded in 1997 as a “peace community” which asks all armed actors,
including the police and military, to stay out of their residential area, the
peace community has still been savagely affected by the war.

Over 130 people from the area have been killed, most allegedly by
paramilitary forces, some by army soldiers, and some 20 by guerrilla
forces.  LAWG executive director Lisa Haugaard joined a delegation led
by Fellowship of Reconciliation to visit San José.

On February 21, 2005, a leader of the peace community, Luis
Eduardo Guerra, and his wife and son, were killed.  A second family with
two children were also brutally slain.  Witnesses, whom the delegation
interviewed, claim that soldiers were responsible.

The Colombian government reacted to the events and the claims by
the peace community by denying that soldiers were in the area and
establishing a police post in the town of San José, against community
members’ wishes.

Many of the families in the town decided to relocate about fifteen
minutes down the road to establish a new village without police
presence. “We can’t accept armed actors… because of our history,”
one leader explained.

Trying to Stay Neutral
The delegation met with the community in the village that they had

quickly built from the ground up.  Leaving their solid concrete houses in
a town with a school and childcare center, the hardworking residents
had already created a rudimentary new village by the time we visited—
but life there is hard.

“We have always thought the way out is to be neutral,” explained
one community leader.  “We have tried to slow them down from killing
us.”

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New Hope for Immigration Reform

On May 12, 2005, the Senate and House of Representatives
introduced identical, bipartisan comprehensive immigration
reform bills, known as the Secure America and Orderly

Immigration Act (S.1033 and HR 2330, respectively).  This is a
significant step forward in the movement to create safe, legal channels
for migrants to enter the United States and avoid the dangerous
crossing through the Southwest desert that takes 350 lives a year.  The
bill is creating the significant buzz on Capitol Hill, and has good
prospects for being the benchmark bill in Congress on immigration
reform.

The bill will move most efficiently through the Senate, where there
is more political interest in discussing the issue. There, the bill has been
referred to the Judiciary Committee. In the House, the process is going
to be significantly more difficult.  The bill has been referred to five
committees for review.  In general, the House has been much more
reactionary on the issue of immigration, and there is not as much
willingness to hold a serious debate on the topic there.

One big kink could hold up the bill. Because the bill is in the Senate
Judiciary Committee, there is a good chance that it could be pushed off
the table for the remainder of the year if the Judiciary Committee gears
up for the confirmation of a Supreme Court Justice, which sounds likely.

This is a massive bill of over 150 pages, with 11 sections.  The
language of the bill overall looks positive.  The biggest problems could
come however, in how the language is interpreted and implemented.
Below is a summary of each of the bill’s sections, with a quick analysis
of our concerns and possible points of debate.

Directs the Department of Homeland
Security to conduct a comprehensive review of border security and
recommendations for an effective plan.  They would have one year to
carry out the study.  A Border Security Advisory Committee would be
created, comprised of representatives from border states, law
enforcement agencies, and other experts, to advise DHS on the matter.
DHS would also be directed to pursue agreements with Mexico and
Central American nations to increase and strengthen those countries’
ability to secure their own borders.

Analysis: Analysis: Analysis: Analysis: Analysis: This is a lot better than we had hoped for; it only funds a
study of the situation rather than increased fencing or troops. However,
leaving the analysis in the hands of DHS is like giving the fox the keys to
the chicken coop - DHS is unlikely to change their strategy, and would
most likely request increases in everything they’re doing, rather than
truly revising their strategy.  Also, in the case of agreements with
Mexico and Central America, there is potential for serious problems
with migration officials preying on migrants because of a lack of
oversight or control - increasing our cooperation with them could make

Our friend and colleague, Colombian peace leader
Ricardo Esquivia, challenges us to build a more
peaceful U.S. policy toward his country. We are
currently presented with an opportunity to do so, as
Plan Colombia’s time is up.  The five-year policy that
has poured billions of U.S. dollars into drug crop
fumigation and military aid is expiring this year, and
Congress will soon vote on whether or not to renew
military aid in 2006.  This is our chance to influence
the course of Colombia policy, and to we need to show
Congress that it’s time to cut military aid to Colombia.

The foreign operations budget this year is under
pressure due to the enormous expenditures of the Iraq
war, and we have a better chance than usual this year
at winning a cut on military aid to Colombia.  Support
for cutting military aid will show the administration and
Congress that the public will not tolerate ineffective,
inhumane drug crop spraying or support for a military
whose human rights record has worsened since U.S.
aid began in 2000.

The vote is expected in the House of
Representatives the week of June 27 as the Foreign
Operations appropriations bill reaches the floor.
Republican leadership will likely follow the Bush
Administration’s lead in drafting the bill, asking for
millions more in military aid for 2006. Fortunately, Rep.
Jim McGovern (D-MA) will offer an amendment to the
bill that will cut military aid to Colombia.  This is our
opportunity to oppose “Plan Colombia II.”

Plan Colombia was originally supposed to help

curb drug cultivation in Colombia and availability in the
United States, but drugs are just as prevalent on U.S.

streets today as they were six years ago. Aerial
eradication efforts, central to Plan Colombia’s strategy,
have proven to be unsuccessful in significantly reducing
drug production. The Office of National Drug Control Policy
(ONDCP) reported that despite a massive spraying
campaign in 2004, coca production remained “statistically
unchanged” from the beginning of the year. This policy is
costly and ineffective.

Aerial crop eradication in Colombia is also harmful to
rural populations. The spraying itself is inaccurate, and
aerial drift contributes to the contamination of water
sources, pollution of the environment, and destruction of
food crops. Contrary to the claims of the administration
and the Colombian government, the answer to reducing
drug production does not lie in more aerial eradication, but
in providing alternative development options for poor
farmers. The United States could help alleviate poverty
and reduce coca production in Colombia by offering more

funding for humanitarian aid and alternative development,
and less in military assistance.

U.S. military aid through Plan Colombia is of particular
concern because of the poor human rights record of the
Colombian military. The UN High Commissioner for Human
Rights reported an increase in direct human rights
violations by Colombian security forces in 2004, and
denounced continued links between Colombia’s military and
illegal paramilitary groups. Yet the United States looks the
other way as it pours billions of dollars into Colombia’s
military. Colombian security forces do not deserve to be
funded as long as they continue to violate human rights
laws without being prosecuted.

Plan Colombia has not helped Colombia come any
closer to an end of its decades-old civil conflict, as brutal
guerrilla and paramilitary attacks continue regularly. Peace
and stability are possible in Colombia, but not through U.S.-
funded fumigation and military assistance. Plan Colombia’s
time has expired – it’s time to cut military aid to Colombia.

This is the
heart of the bill, which creates a new category of visas
for migrants to enter the country.  It allows a foreign
national to apply for a visa (called an H5-A visa) if they
can prove that they have a job offer in the US.  They
would pay $500 plus processing costs for the visa.  The
visa is valid for three years, and can be renewed for
another three.  Migrants could travel between the US and
abroad without restrictions under this visa, and they can
change jobs freely within the US under the terms of the
visa.  These workers would be entitled to all the same
worker protections of US citizens.

400,000 of these visas would be available each year,
and the process would be flexible to allow additional
visas to be granted if this number is met before the end
of the year.  If a migrant wants to apply for permanent
residency, they would be able to do so after 4 years in
the program.  At that point, they would be required to
take English and American civics classes.

The Department of Labor would be required to set up
a database to list jobs that are available.  The jobs would
be available to foreign workers only after they have been
made available to US citizens for 30 days.

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citizenship, they must hold this visa for 6 years.  The visa
is good only for 6 years, and is not renewable.
Applicants who entered the country illegally are subject
to a $1,000 fine unless they are under 21 years of age.
It also allows for minors to use school attendance to
fulfill the work requirement (adapting the Dream Act to
this bill).  This section would also protect employers who
hired undocumented migrants before the bill passed from
being sanctioned in any way, partly to encourage them to
provide their undocumented workers with proof of
employment.

Only 10% is to be used for
border security, while 15% goes to the State Department
to meet its requirements (hopefully this will go to
development in sending countries rather than increasing
border security in other countries).  Finally, as a nod to
the tireless efforts of our colleagues in Arizona, it
exempts humanitarian workers from the aiding and
abetting provisions of US law that currently are being
used to harass them and prevent the provision of
services to undocumented migrants in the desert.

That’s the whole enchilada, as it’s been referred to in
the past!  We hope to see vigorous debate on this bill in
the upcoming year, and will be providing you with
specific action alerts as the bill progresses.

Community leaders explained that they had tried to
cooperate with the civilian justice system in past cases,
presenting over 130 declarations to the Attorney
General’s office.  Some 115 testimonies were presented
regarding a massacre in the nearby village of La Union
in 2000.

When LAWG asked the Attorney General’s office what
happened to those testimonies, we were told that the
testimonies did not have evidentiary value and that the
case did not advance.

This failure to investigate and prosecute past cases
helps explain the reluctance of the witnesses to speak
with the Attorney General’s office.

Certification Withheld
This case is one of several that have become a

sticking point in U.S.-Colombian relations.
The State Department is required to certify that the

Colombian government is investigating and prosecuting
members of the Colombian security forces credibly
alleged to be involved in gross human rights abuses, as
well as making progress in breaking ties between the
army and paramilitary forces.

The State Department could have certified that
Colombia met the human rights conditions in March, but
has chosen not to do so.  Twelve and a half percent of
2004’s military aid is held up until the State Department
certifies.

LAWG, Amnesty International, Human Rights Watch,
WOLA and other groups, which participate in the State
Department’s consultation process on the conditions,
have asked the State Department not to certify.

The delegation also included staff from the
American Friends Service Committee, Center for
International Policy and foreign policy aides from the
offices of Rep. Sam Farr and Dennis Moore.

Why do we care? Here’s one reason . . . and then

some information on what you can do to make a
difference.

Our friends from Witness for Peace have shared stories
about how harsh U.S. government travel restrictions affect
divided families’ lives. A Cuban mother tells about missing
her son, who left Cuba in 1995 at the age of 19, who can
only come visit her once every three years now. This mother
says, “It is a shame that a government that calls itself
Christian makes mothers in other parts of the world suffer
in this way. It’s a shame that the U.S. government doesn’t
hesitate to divide families in other places. It’s a shame that
with the exercise of this law, they are violating the most
elementary human rights of our families, the same human
rights that they try to make us believe that they defend in
their country and other places.” Her situation is mirrored
by thousands of others.

Though we may be tempted to lose our resolve, get
discouraged at our setbacks, and “sit on our hands,” this
story and so many others can give us the motivation to act.

is the one chance this year to pass legislation in the House
of Representatives on the freedom to travel to Cuba.  

Though the House has voted four-out-of-the-last-five
years to end the travel ban, the White House and
congressional leadership have consistently thwarted the
will of Congress and the strong majority of U.S. citizens by
removing the Cuba amendments from the final bill before it
reaches the President for his signature. 

The Transportation-Treasury Appropriations bill will be
considered in the appropriations committee prior to June
24. The bill is projected to come to the full House for a
vote the week of June 27. We anticipate that there will be
multiple amendments offered on the floor that relate to
Cuba policy:

· An amendment offered by Representative Flake
(R-AZ) to prohibit funds from being spent by the Treasury
Department to enforce the ban on travel to Cuba. Not
perfect, but the House leadership will not allow a free-
standing bill on definitively ending the travel ban to come
to a vote. So an amendment on an appropriations bill is
what our congressional allies are left with. It is worth our
support; it sends a tremendous message to the White House
and to supporters of the embargo that they are in the
minority. 

· Similar, but more specific, amendments offered

by various members: Rep. Lee (D-CA)—on educational
travel; Rep. Davis (D-FL)—on Cuban-American family travel;
Rep. Delahunt (D-MA)—on lifting restrictions on remittances
to family members in Cuba; Rep. Rangel (D-NY)—on ending
the full embargo; Rep. Emerson (R-MO)—on agriculture trade
sales (clarifying the definition of “cash in advance”); and
possibly others. All of these amendments deserve our
support. 

Our first task is to make sure that positive amendments
on Cuba pass with bi-partisan majorities on the floor of the
House when they are offered in late June. Please contact

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Can We Travel to Cuba Yet?

Ecuador’s Yasuní National Park in the Amazon has
more than 25,000 different kinds of birds, 3,500
types of orchids and a wide variety of insects. It

is home to the most bio-diverse forest on earth. There
are thousands of plants and 50 different kinds of multi-
colored butterflies in their natural habitat and special
kinds of butterflies in farms.

Located at the intersection of the Andes, the
Amazon, and the equator, two acres of Yasuní’s primary
rainfores contains about as many species of trees as the
United States and Canada combined. The Huaoraní is a
hunting-gathering tribe of the Amazon compromised of a
few thousand individuals living in 25 communities within
Yasuní National Park. Although designated a National
Park and UN Biosphere Reserve, Yasuní is not protected
from major oil projects.

The presentation by two Huaoraní leaders, Moi

Enomenga and Alicia Cahuiya, was hosted by Yasuní
Rainforest Campaign (Save America's Forests), Finding
Species, Land is Life, and Amazon Alliance. They
discussed their concerns about the invasion of
multinational oil companies on their lands.

"We have been affected very significantly in the last
twenty years by the introduction of the petroleum
industry. I organized my community fourteen years ago
to save our family from contamination but it has been
very difficult. We have territory of 670,00 acres and
overlapping this area is Yasuní National Park. We want to
say no to petroleum and protect our park because it is
all we have for survival. We hope to have more time to
organize and build upon the energy we have built in
women’s communities.

The women are taking up the struggle but
unfortunately are not respected. We understand that
bringing awareness is critical and therefore, hope that
with your support and together working with other
indigenous organizations we will be able to build a strong
alliance. We are very open to working with non-
governmental organizations that could help us bring to
light this issue. Until now, there have been very few but

we are glad we finally got this opportunity to come to
Washington D.C. and speak to you."

"I would like to thank you on behalf of the Huaoraní
women. It is my first time in the U.S. and it is very
different and strange but I am happy for the opportunity.
We are very familiar with the problems of contamination
and petroleum development in our communities which is
why mothers are starting to organize. We are doing this
as mothers and activists. We need our land to be clean
so that our children can survive. Many of them are sick
and we are very worried that if the problem escalates
we will not have any control to stop it. Our nutrition
depends on the availability and cleanness of our natural
resources."

"The roads have opened up territory and many

Huaoraní people were displaced to different
communities, which caused a lot of tension between the
other groups and violence erupted because of
misunderstandings. About a year ago some of the
Tarauraní, an uncontacted indigenous group that live in
the national park, were massacred by some of the
loggers and Huaoraní developers which I have footage
of. I am concerned for other communities because they
have the right to live the way they want to live but are
confronted by violence as time goes by."

"I have been living and working in Ecuador for many

years. The Huaoraní were all moved away from their
traditional territories onto a reservation by the
government of Osvaldo Urtado. They lost territory by oil
developments especially where Texaco is working and
they are now facing the same situation with other
companies. I cannot stress enough how much we need
to help them. This is really their last chance to defend
their territories. Women are ultimately the victims of
petroleum extraction projects because some of the men
that work on such projects rape and cause them harm."
